    We have been celebrating the appearance of the 

divine presence in human form. As a child, he 

came to Mary and Joseph, was seen by the shep-

herds, and  then  by  some  wandering magi  from 

the East.  Today,  we  celebrate another showing,  

later in time,  to a group gathered at the Jordan 

River.  

     John hesitated to baptize Jesus, whom he recog-

nized as  ”one mightier than I. “ He did as Jesus 

asked, and the  ”Holy Spirit descended”  and 

heaven's voice spoke to Jesus,  ”You are my         

beloved Son. ” Jesus was beginning his public life 

of teaching and service. Soon he would              

start calling to others to join him. 

In the 

second reading, he announces the heart of the mes-

sage,  ”peace through Jesus Christ, who is Lord of 

all. ” Peter was called, and you and I are called to 

spread that message and to serve God ’s word.
