In 1853, George Mattingly opened his
house as a place of worship for
parishioners. Mattingly had moved to
Washington from rural St. Mary's
County, Maryland, once the seat of the
Lords Calvert, the Catholic proprietors
of the colony that had been the first to
grant religious this
continent. Mattingly provided living quarters for the
Dominicans in his home, which was located on F Street
between Four-and-a-Half and Sixth Streets (where the
Southwest Freeway is today).
