Jesus wants to use you to invite others into relationship
with Him within His Church.

While we shouldn’t be too
forceful, we should not be too timid either. We
shouldn’t be afraid, when the time is right, to see if a
person we know might be open to Jesus and His Church.

Once people are open and ready to learn, they are ready
for RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults), which
is (1) a graced journey into relationship with God
through Christ, (2) an embracing of all He wants to teach
and give us, (3) a guided entrance into the Catholic
Church, and (4) a prepared reception of God’s grace in
the Sacraments. This year, RCIA will be on Monday
evenings from 7-8:30pm from September 11 to May 14.

Once you have prepared the ground, you can pass
people on to us, namely the RCIA team. At any point
you can put them in touch with me. I would be happy to
be in contact with them, and to find a time to sit down,
make them feel welcome, encourage them, and answer
their questions. Even if they are hesitant and have lots of
questions, people refer them to me.
